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HB 379 i An ACT relating to Electronic
Advertising

A Create a new section of KRS 177.830 to 177.890 to allow
electronic advertising devices located on the premises of a
business or organization to advertise or promote activities
and products offered both on the property and by charitable
nonprofit organizations or groups

A Require content advertised to comply with state and federal
statutes and regulations

A Allow nonprofit content to be displayed at the discretion of
the electronic advertising device owner

A Prohibit the advertising of outside content if the business or
organization has ceased operation
